Normalization
If work and freedom are needed to cure a child, then they must be needed for normal growth. [pg 205, ABsM]

Other school’s interpretations are too loose. [pg 205, AbsM]  Too much freedom

To free the child when he has not developed control of his body is to betray the ideas of freedom. [pg 205, absM

Disorderly because order imposed, disobedient b/c obedience forced, lazy b/c work forced, etc [pg 205 AbsM] Freedom = lifting bonds.

True freedom = order and harmony.  Freedom != anarchy.  Like lines in the road, rules = freedom.
Motivation comes from the child, not the teacher or the materials themselves.

The work must engage the whole personality – the most important object of this work.  [pg 206, AbsM]
Only normalized children: spontaneous discipline, happy work,  sympathy for others.  [pg 206, AbsM]

More than one item and too many things caused confusion.  [pg 221 AbsM]

Patience to wait [pg 222, AbsM]

Children like to solve social problems. [pg 222 AbsM]

Security is not the result of a loving teacher, but the child’s trust in themselves. [M. Today, pg 16]

Human tendencies
M. classrooms work well when the teacher understands the necessity of containually appealing to these tendencies that lead to adapting to society, then later shaping that society. [M. Today, pg 11]

Instincts don’t lead man to satisfy their needs, as they do for animals.  They adapt to their environment.  So they have tendencies towards behaviors that help them adapts, and thus make them suited to fulfill those needs, given the environment they were born into. [M. Today pg 11]

Humans are unrestricted by instinct, and thus infinitely adaptable. [M. Today pg 13]

Tendencies have a relationship to freedom.  As the child adapts to their society, their tendencies make it possible for them to change that group. [M. TAoday, pg 12]

Some of these tendencies are mentioned in Omnivore’s Dilemma – omnivores have the trouble of not knowing what’s for dinner.  They must, then, adapt and learn about the sources of food in their environment.

Exploration

Exploration is 2-fold: to finish the body and mind, and also to adapt to the group they are born into. [M. Today pg 13]

Exploration compared to a bird [instinct] and Man [no direction, just drive to adapt.] [M. Today, pg 14]

The Omnivore’s Dilemma comes into play in exploration – the person must find food, and must remember where sources of food existed.

Orientation

The Omnivore’s Dilemma comes into play here, too.  The omnivore must be able to return to good sources of food day by day, sometimes week by week, and even season by season.

Order

The desire to classify objects is the tendency to order things in the brain. [M. Today, pg 14]

In the M. classroom, the child desires to order things [unstoppering a cork – S of Ch. Pg 84]

M. gives exercises of gradations not to give the child this experience – they get plenty of that – but to give them the opportunity of grading items according to a single attribute, so that they can later distinguish that ordering in other more disparate items. [[??]
